P ope St. Pius V established The Feast of Our Lady 
of the Most Holy Rosary in 1573. Why? To thank 
God for the victory of Christians over the Turks at 
Lepanto—a victory attributed to the praying of the 
rosary. Clement XI extended the feast to 
the universal Church in 1716. Recogni-
tion must be given to the Dominican 
Order for the significant spread of the 
rosary as a powerful form of prayer. 
 Tradition tells us the rosary proba-
bly began as a practice by the laity to 
imitate the monastic Divine Office 
(Breviary or Liturgy of the Hours), dur-
ing the course of which the monks daily 
prayed the 150 Psalms. The laity, many 
of whom could not read, substituted 50, 
or even 150, Ave Mariaǎ (Hail MaryΩǎ) 
for the Psalms. Sometimes a cord with 
knots on it (Rosary Beads) was used to 
keep an accurate count of the Ave Maria’ǎ. 
  In the 16th century the rosary was developed to 
its present form—with the 15 mysteries (joyful, sor-
rowful and glorious). In 2002, Pope John Paul II add-
ed the Mysteries of Light to this devotion. 
 The purpose of praying the rosary is to help us 
meditate on the great mysteries of salvation. The 
main focus is on WŜǎǳǎ: his birth, life, death and res-
urrection. Praying the άhǳǊ CŀǘƘŜǊέ reminds us God 
is the initiator of salvation. ¢ƘŜ Iŀƛƭ aŀǊȅ reminds 
us to join with Mary in contemplating these myster-
ies. They also make us aware Mary is intimately 
joined with her Son in all the mysteries of his earthly 
and heavenly existence. ¢ƘŜ DƭƻǊȅ .Ŝ reminds us the 
purpose of all life is the glory of the Trinity.  

 Immaculate Conception and Assumption of Our 
Lady parishes have active Rosary Confraternities and 
are, in fact, the oldest ministries we have. Members 
form a great army of spiritual apostles under the 
banner of Mary. They join in prayer and works that 

are not merely private, but also public 
and worldwide, a continuous prayer of 
praise and intercession to Mary, Queen 
of the Holy Rosary.  
 There are many ways of partici-
pating in the Rosary Altar Societies. The 
primary purpose is “to praise and honor 
the Blessed Virgin Mary and to secure 
her patronage by the praying of the Ro-
sary for the mutual, spiritual benefit of 
all … the world.” 
 Activities within the Rosary Altar 
Society include reception of Holy Com-
munion, Altar Duty, making bed pads for 
cancer patients at Rosary Hill Home, reli-

gious book exchange, knitting and crocheting baby 
items, and Rosary Bead making for students, mis-
sions, prisons, and the armed forces. Other activities 
include participating in fund raisers for our churches 
and scholarships, and supporting our Seminarians 
through their formation. 
 The Societies usually gather for Benediction and 
pray the Rosary then proceed to the pastoral 
“business” of the Society. This includes defining and 
planning the works of mercy that were discussed 
during meetings.  
 It is a gift of grace to be called by God into the 
membership of the Confraternity of the Most Holy 
Rosary Altar Society.  All are Welcome!

1907 the church was a  
touchstone for Southern  
Italian Immigrants, particular-
ly from Sicily.  The church 
closed in 2015 but Fr. Sorgie 
recovered this beautiful item 
to be used at Immaculate 
Conception Church so that the 
current monstrance can be 
brought to the Chapel of the 
Divine Mercy. 
     The monstrance had to be restored: the rays 
needed to be straightened, a crystal lunette was fab-
ricated to hold the host because it was lost, and a 
protective carrying case made. While the mon-
strance is priceless, the restoration and fabrication 
cost $1,500.

     The Vows that members of religious  
orders profess are poverty, chastity, and 
obedience. These 
three vows are also 
called the evangeli-
cal counsels and  
describe a radical 
way to live out the 
Gospel. There are 
simple or temporary 
vows taken a year at 
a time. Then there 
are Solemn or permanent vows that are 
professed to God for your whole life on 
earth. These Solemn Vows are taken very 
seriously, like Marriage Vows. In each age, 
they can provide a strong witness to Gospel 
values in the face of competing or even 
contrary values in the prevailing culture. 
  CHASTITY - A religious chooses a  
celibate way of loving rather than entering 
into a conjugal relationship. Sex is used in 
our society for so many purposes, including 
the selling of products and recreation and 
the prevailing message is that one must be 
sexually active to be fully human ... even if 
that means promiscuity.  
 Chastity reminds us of the deeper 
meaning of sexuality. A genuine witness of 
chastity expresses a unique way to love, a 
way to serve others, and invites others to 
consider that there is more to life than 
what meets the eye, that our relationship 
with God is indeed primary.  
     It is good to remember that we are all 
called to Chastity, even those who are not 
in a religious order. Sexuality is ordered to
